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Basketball Stands in the Roads  

 
Lately there has arisen a situation which is illegal according to the county.  That situation 
“basketball hoops” in the street.  Locations have been sited with this.  Let this be your warning.  

According to the county, if you have a basketball hoop on the curb in the 
street it is illegal and you may be fined a significant amount of money.  I 
know of an incident in a courtyard in which the county admonished the 
resident during the winter season because of the plowing and at that time 
indicated fines may be assessed.  So, if you have one in a through street, 
you are being advised to remove it to another location.

It is a very simple family and delicious 
cookie recipe.  But make sure you have plenty of milk on hand.  When these come out of the oven, they are 
not for long after a half hour of cooling.  These also make a nice beginning for fashioning unusual deserts.  
For example, just use this and add some whipped cream with maybe a fig on top or cherry.  Anything can be 
done.� 
 
Mom’s Molasses Drop Cookie Recipe 
 

Flour   2 ¼ Cups 
Shortening ½ Cup 
White Sugar ½ Cup     (substitute Stevia if  diabetic as                          
       a complex natural sugar and           
       also better nutrition) 
Molasses ½ Cup 
Egg  1 (beaten) 
Water  6 Tbsp 
Cinnamon 1 Tsp 
Ginger  ½ Tsp  
Salt  ¼ Tsp 
Soda  1 Tsp in 2 Tbsp of Hot Water  
Raisins  ½ Cup   (and / or chopped dates, figs, etc.) 
 

1.) Prepare oven at 375 degrees Fahrenheit 
2.) Mix all ingredients together well 
3.) Grease cookie sheet 
4.) Drop cookies on cookie sheet leaving enough area to enlarge. 
5.) Bake at 375 degrees for 10 minutes (depends on oven) 

 
Note:  I often add chopped figs or dates to this for variety.   The cookie size holds down the portioning to a 
respectable healthy size as well if making a desert from this.   
Enjoy! 
 
 

And now for the adults (Christmas Eggnog)   ------(on following page) 
 

This is a celebratory recipe that you might like.  And ladies and gents – it has a chocolate version to it. 
I obtained this from the web site referenced and thought you might enjoy it as well.  I have added little notes to it but 
credit the site for this recipe.  It is modifiable here and there, but it is mainly to what you like.  It can be a little 
expensive to make depending on your tastes.  However, being the holidays approaching, I thought you might like an 
alternative to the usual of wine, etc.  It takes a little work and like anything else, it is what you make of it.  I think those 
you partake this with, either at your party or the party you attend and bring this, will enjoy this mix.  I do suggest 
tasting it as you add ingredients to refine the taste to what you want as it can be strong.  Additionally, replacing with 
different spirits or adding others, will produce differing results.  Also, tasting, it goes right in line with having a little 
enjoyment out of making this.   As I tend for the thick milk taste, I will flavor more with different creams or just even 
regular heavy/light cream.  Like I say, it is what you make it and it can be different each time or the same – as anything 
– depending on you and your likes. 
 
(However, as with anything, please be responsible when imbibing in the fruits of your labor.) 
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Wine and Cheese is like Laurel & Hardy, Guns & Roses, Bill & Hillary, and other combinations that are frequently 
better together than the sum of their individual parts. For those of you keeping score that is known as a synergy! 
 

You should be aware that the common assumption ( and we all know what happens when we assume!) that all wines 
taste good with any cheese is just not true! Some flavorful cheeses can obliterate the wine making it flat and thin. 
Others are just the right combination where the wine and cheese complement one another. Knowing the right 
combination will enhance your wine and cheese experience. If you don't plan for the correct combinations you might 
as well just squirt some Cheeze Whiz on saltines and have that with your wine! (I've tried that and it does work, but the 
Cheeze Whiz can and a stack of saltines look so tacky when compared to a nice cheese tray at least that's what my wife 
told me!) 
 

Since wines do come in a few thousand variations of sweetness, acidity, body, flavor, smell, color and everything else, 
you should test out our recommendations (and your brother-in-laws) ahead of any big shindig where your are 
displaying your gastronomical chops. Don’t let this hold you back though because this is part of the joy of wine and 
food pairing. And remember that you are the ultimate gourmet as to what you like. Here are some guidelines and some 
classic combinations to serve your guests for the upcoming holiday season. 
 

Some Guidelines 
• White wines are best with soft cheeses with stronger flavors. 
• Red wines match best with hard cheeses and milder flavors. 
• Fruity, sweet white wines and dessert wines work with many cheeses. 
• The more pungent the cheese you choose, the sweeter the wine should be.

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Baltimore County residents are reminded that raking or 
blowing leaves into the gutter or street is unsafe, potentially 
damaging to the Chesapeake Bay, and illegal. 

Leaves in the gutter can lead to fires and endanger children who might try to play in 
the leaves. Leaves can also clog drains and, if the leaves do get to the bay, cause 
algae blooms. Algae blooms absorb oxygen and light that fish and aquatic plants 
need to survive. 

Leaf Handling Options 

·  Composting  
Instead of raking or blowing the leaves into the gutter, the County suggests 
that residents compost the leaves. Composting leaves is an easy way to 
produce an environmentally friendly soil additive for use in gardens. 

·  Mulching  
Another option for Baltimore County residents is to simply mulch the fallen 
leaves with a lawn mower and leave them on the ground, providing a great 
natural fertilizer for lawns as the leaves decompose. Mulched leaves can also 
be collected and used around plants, garden beds, under shrubs and hedges, 
and under trees. The mulch will keep the soil moist and protect the roots of the 
plants. 

·  Bagging  
Baltimore County residents who choose to bag their yard materials should put 
them out where they normally place their trash, in accordance with their trash 

and recycling collection schedule.
